One of the recommendations from the workshop is to
implement the National Land Records Modernization Programme (NLRMP)

in all the IAP districts, as land related issues should be addressed on priority

in these Maoist affected areas.

Presently, out of the seven IAP districts in Bihar only one district is
covered under NLRMP. It is,therefore, requested that the department
concerned may be directed to submit proposals under NLRMP for the
remaining six TAP districts of Bihar, namely, Arwal, Aurangabad, Gaya,
Jehanabad, Nawada and Rohtas.
